Homeowner Requirements & Expectations

It is our #1 goal to make the homeowner’s experience with the Tour as comfortable as possible. To help with this, we will like to involve your contractors as mush as possible in planning and implementation of the tour, provide a packet of information that will include what to expect the day of the Tour, tips from staff and past homeowners, and dates to remember. The expectations listed here are the major components of the homeowner’s involvement in addition to the day of the Tour. 

Home visit with CRC staff

Purpose: 

Allows staff to see the home, identify educational elements, collect photos of the home and the homeowner(s), verify directions, and answer any questions the homeowner may have.

- Prepare home occupants for photos to be taken during visit 


* A photo of the homeowner(s) and their family is included in the Tour book 


* Photo can be submitted separately if family cannot be present during visit

Note: Identifying and labeling the Solar and Green Home education elements of your home may require a little extra work on the homeowners’ part, meaning we might need to visit your home more than once, work with you to create interpretive signage and presentations for tour day, and ask for specific data that is not captured in this application.  Involving your contractors to assist on this is highly suggested.  

Homeowner article for Tour book  

Purpose:
